security number information, employer reports about employees, and certain kinds of 2 

automated data matching with financial institutions; repealing the termination date of 3 

changes made by ch. 87, SLA 1997, and ch. 132, SLA 1998, regarding child support 4 

enforcement and related programs; repealing the nonseverability provision of ch. 132, 5 

SLA 1998; repealing uncodified laws relating to ch. 87, SLA 1997, and ch. 132, SLA 6 

1998; and providing for an effective date." 7

(a)  Application for a license under this chapter shall be in writing and in the 10 

form prescribed by the department.  [IF THE APPLICANT IS A NATURAL 11 

PERSON, THE APPLICATION FORM MUST REQUIRE SUBMISSION OF THE 12 

APPLICANT'S SOCIAL SECURITY NUMBER.]  13
