Sec. 06.20.170. Periodic [ANNUAL] examination. The department shall

examine the affairs, business, office, and records of each licensee at least once every
18 months [EACH YEAR]. Examination fees are to be charged to and paid by the
licensee in accordance with AS 06.01.010. The department may maintain an action
for the recovery of the costs in any court of competent jurisdiction, with recourse to
the bonds referred to in AS 06.20.050 and 06.20.080.
