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This bill permits the court, as part of a sentence for a conviction under AS 11.41, to prohibit a defendant from 
consuming alcohol for the lifetime of the defendant.  This bill also makes it a crime to consume alcohol in 
violation of a criminal sentence under AS 12.55.015; a first offense is a misdemeanor and the second 
offense is a C felony.

This bill creates a new misdemeanor and felony offense.  This bill is likely to increase the number of cases 
that the agency must handle.  It is, however, not possible to predict the number of cases.  The Public 
Defender Agency, therefore, submits an indeterminate fiscal note.
