Sec. 18.65.150. Composition of council. The council consists of the following 5 

persons:  6 

(1)  four chief administrative officers or chiefs of police of local 7 

governments;  8 

(2)  the commissioner of public safety or a designee of the 9 

commissioner;  10 

(3)  the commissioner of corrections or a designee of the commissioner;  11 

(4)  two persons, each of whom has been certified for five years or 12 

more by the council under this chapter, one of whom serves as a police officer 13 

and one of whom serves as a probation officer, parole officer, municipal 14 
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correction officer, or correctional officer; 1 

(5) one correctional administrative officer who is employed at the level 2 

of a deputy director or higher; and  3 

(6) [(5)]  four members of the public at large with at least two from the 4 

communities of 2,500 population or less.  5 

   * Sec. 2. The uncodified law of the State of Alaska is amended by adding a new section to 6 

read: 7 

TRANSITIONAL PROVISIONS. Notwithstanding AS 18.65.160, the governor shall 8 

specify the terms of the persons appointed under AS 18.65.150(4), added by sec. 1 of this Act, 9 

to the Alaska Police Standards Council, as follows: 10 

(1)  one person shall be appointed for a two-year term; and  11 

(2)  one person shall be appointed for a four-year term.  12
