BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA: 3 

   * Section 1. AS 14.30.010(a) is amended to read: 4 

(a)  Every child between six [SEVEN] and 16 years of age shall attend school 5 

at the public school in the district in which the child resides during each school term. 6 

Every parent, guardian or other person having the responsibility for or control of a 7 

child between six [SEVEN] and 16 years of age shall maintain the child in attendance 8 

at a public school in the district in which the child resides during the entire school 9 

term, except as provided in (b) of this section.  10 

   * Sec. 2. AS 14.30.010(c) is repealed. 11 

   * Sec. 3. This Act takes effect July 1, 2010. 12
