administration on recommendation of the state bond committee [, AND WITH THE 7 

APPROVAL OF THE LEGISLATIVE BUDGET AND AUDIT COMMITTEE,] may 8 

temporarily transfer money from the general fund to the bond construction fund or 9 

account. If the amount of the transfer exceeds 25 percent of the amount 10 

authorized for the general obligation bonds, the commissioner shall obtain 11 

approval of the transfer from the Legislative Budget and Audit Committee 12 

before the transfer. 13
