If the person fails to request a medical examination and there is 29 

sufficient evidence to believe that the allegations of the petition are true, or, if the 30 

court believes that more medical evidence is necessary, the court may issue a 31 
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temporary order committing the person to a private or public facility for a period of 1 

not more than five days for purposes of a diagnostic examination.  2
