No amendment of the articles of incorporation 

shall be made at anv regular meeting unless due notice of 

such meeting has been given in accordance with the bv-laws 

of the corporation, and no such action shall be taken at any

special meeting unless a notice is mailed to each member or 

stockholder at his last address of record, at least thirty 

davs prior to Such meeting, stating that it is proposed that

the b^-taws be amended at such special meeting. Such

amended articles shall be executed and acknowledged by the 

officers in whom the management bf the affairs of the 

corporation is vested, and shall be.filed and recorded in 

the same place and manner as the original articles.
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
