F o r  an Act entitled: "An Act relating to damages for pain and

suffering in personal injury cases."

B E  IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA:

Section 1. In the trial of a civil action for personal in­

juries, counsel may argue the worth or monetary value of pain 

and suffering to the jury. The argument shall conform to the 

evidence or reasonable deductions from the evidence in the case.
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
