WHEREAS, the University of Alaska through It3 community

college program is doing an outstanding Job of affording an

opportunity for higher education to many Alaskans who would not

otherwise have it; and

WHEREAS, this valuable service ought to be made available to

as many people as possible; and

WHEREAS, the population of the Anchorage area now Includes

many people who by reason of work, transportation, or other

problems cannot attend the night classes offered in Anchorage; and

WHEREAS, many recent high school graduates who wish to

attend the University of Alaska but cannot because of the high

costs of transportation and of living away from home would be

able to pursue a regular course of education during the day;

BE

IT RESOLVED by the House of Representatives in Second

Legislature, Second Session assembled, the Senate concurring

that the Board of Regents of the University of Alaska be urged

to cooperate with the Anchorage Independent School District in

the establishment of a regular daytime program of instruction at

the Anchorage Community College corresponding to its night

program,

and offering the possibility to students of obtaining a

Junior college degree within two years; and be it
