BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA IN SECOND |
LEGISLATURE, FIRST SESSION ASSEMBLED:

WHEREAS, the development of low-cost hydroelectric power is
essential not only to the development of the Kenai Peninsulabut
to the development of Alaska as a whole; and

WHEREAS, within two years the demands from the Kenai Pen—
insula, an area embracing fifteen cities and communities, will
exceed the capability of present sourcesto supply them; and

WHEREAS, the lack of a further supply of low-cost electric
power on the Kenai Peninsula will be detrimental not only to the
cities and communities there, but to the State of Alaska as a
whole; and

WHEREAS, private power companies have indicated that they
cannot or. will not undertake the construction necessary to supply
the future demands; and

WHEREAS, further study of the bradley Lake hydroelectric
Iproject indicates that it will have a minimum capacity of 60,000
[kilowatts;

BE IT RESOLVED by the Legislature of the State of Alaslca in
(Second Legislature, First Session assembled, that the Congress of
the United States 1is respectfully urged to appropriate the
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necessary fund3 for, and to expedite in every possible way, the
construction of the Bradley Lake Hydroelectric Power Project;
and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED, that copies of this resolution be mailed
to the Chairman of the Federal Power Commission; the Chief of

Engineers, U. S. Army; and the Alaska delegation in Congress.
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
