WHEREAS, there are veterinary and agriculture Inspectors
employed by the State Division of Agriculture who are ready and
able, as they have done on some items in the past, to insure
the Alaskan meat products comply with federal requirements; and

WHEREAS, the development of a strong meat products industry
will be beneficial not only to the state, but also to the military
bases by insuring a greater abundance of meat products at lower
prices at a nearby market; and

WHEREAS, the continuance of the practice of ignoring Alaskal
meat products in favor of imports from remote regions is contrary

to good, sense but to the best interests of the military
