BE IT RESOLVED by the Senate in the Second Legislature,
First Session assembled, the House of Representatives concurring,
that the Alaska Legislative Council be directed to undertake a
study of the present lavw/3 pertaining to jurisdiction and punish—
ment of juveniles accused of felonies, and to prepare recommenda—

tions concerning revisions found to be needed.
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
