9 V/HEREAS, the Atomic Energy Commission has b e e n  exploring the

10 p os si b i l i t y  of a controlled nuclear explosion at Cape Thompson,

11 Alaska, under the name of "Project Chariot"; and

12 V/HEREAS, the people of Alaska endorse the general pro gr a m

13 I of the Atomic Energy Commission for the utilization of atomic

14 ener gy  for peacetime purposes: and

15 j V/HEREAS, the Alaska State Legislature in i960 asked through
16 Senate Joint Resolution No. 13 that the Atomic Energy Commission

17 inform the residents of the Cape Thompson area of the impact of

18 the proposed "Project Chariot" explosion on their personal cafetj

19 and health, and on the marine and land wildlife which is their

20 source of livelihood; and 

V/HEREAS, the cursory information since provided by the

Atomic Energy Commission representatives did not include any 

assurances to the citizens of that area as to impact of a

nuclear explosion on their personal safety, health, and on the

marine and land wildlife which is their source of livelihood;

B E  IT RESOLVED by the Legislature of the S t a t e  of Alaska in 

Seco nd  Legislature, First Sess i on  assembled, that the President 

of the Un ited States is resp ec tf ul l y urged to d i r e c t  the Atomic 

Energy Commission to make its impact data av ailable to competent 
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Independent scientists in o r d e r  that they may report their c o n­

clusions regarding craterlng, radioactivity emission, throwout, 

biological effects, and all o t h e r  aspects of "Project Chariot" 

and that these conclusions be included in a report o f  the C o m­

mission addressed publically to the Governor and people of 

Alaska before any final action is taken on "Project Chariot."
