BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES, THE SENATE CON—

CURRING

WHEREAS the State of Alaska is without an official state
marching song; and

WHEREAS it is desirable to have a marching song as a repre
sentation of the state at official gatherings and on occasions
at home and abroad where the state is represented; and

WHEREAS it would be particularly desirable to have an
official state march for use during the celebration of Alaska“s
centennial 1in 1967;

BE IT RESOLVED that the Alaska Centennial Commission and the
Alaska Tourist Division of the Department of Economic Development
and Planning are requested to make the necessary arrangements and
take the necessary action to invite statewide competition among
professional and amateur musicians in the state for the composi—

tion of a suitable state marching song. The agencies shall sub—

mit at least three of the entries they find most meritorious to
the Legislature during the 1965 regular session for a decision by
the Legislature as to which entry will be adopted as the official

state marching song.
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
