BE IT RESOLVED B Y  THE SENATE, THE HOUSE O F  REPRESENTATIVES C O N­

CURRING:

That the Second Regular Session, Third Legislature, will 

stand at recess effective 12:00 o'clock noon, April 14, 1964, and 

reconvene at Juneau at 2:00 p.m., May 25, 1964, unless the Pr e s i­

dent and the majority and minority leaders of the Senate and the 

Speaker and the majority and minority leaders of the House of 

Representatives agree by a majority vote on a recommendation for 

another date on which to reconvene. In the latter case, they 

shall Jointly direct the executive director of the Legislative 

Council to immediately poll all the members of the Legislature 

by telegram or telephone as to their agreement or disagreement ■ 

with the recommended date. The director, within 72 hours of the | 

receipt of the directive, shall certify to the presiding officers 

the result of the poll and if a majority of the members to which 

each house Is entitled respond In the affirmative the Legislature 

shall reconvene at 2:00 p.m., on the date announced and apprdved.

If a majority of the members to which each house Is entitled 

respond In the negative the Legislature shall reconvene at the 

time and on the date set by this resolution.
