Kenai; and

WHEREAS, the dreadful hazards to navigation owing to huge 

rocks makes it impossible to stay close to the m o u t h  of the Kenai 

River when the tide is flowing, thereby causing considerable loss 

of valuable time; and

WHEREAS, this area has proven to be a very valuable asset to 

the state and means should be provided for the safe keeping a n d  

general weIfare of its citizens;

BE IT RESOLVED that the United States Department of the A r m y

through the Corps of Engineers, is respectfully urged to construct
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a small boat harbor at Kenai; and be it
