WHEREAS, there 1is an apparent need for an opportunity for
those concerned with public and private higher education activi—
ties in the state to exchange views, coordinate programs and out—
line and adjust their goals in the general public interest; and

WHEREAS, it would be helpful to the Governor and the Legis—
lature if the institutions of higher learning, and representatives
of the state government and the general public would cooperate in
formulating a suggested long-range plan which would provide the
people with the best possible approach to a continuing higher
education program of quality and service;

BE IT RESOLVED that the Governor is requested to appoint a
Committee for Higher Education in Alaska which would bring
together the thinking and talents of representatives of higher
education, the public and government in surveying the status, needB
and prospects for higher education/ in the state and attempt- to co- ™
ordinate public and private higher education programs in the public
interest. The committee is to be composed of the presidents and

governing or advisory board chairman of the University of Alaska,
Alaska Methodist University, and Sheldon Jackson Junior College,

the Commissioner of Education, a representative of the business



community, and a representative of organized labor designated by

the Governor, and a legislative leader selected by the Governor to
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serve as a member and chairman. The committee is to report its

findings and recommendations to the Governor and Legislature by

January 15, 1965- 1
