BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA:
* Section 1. AS 24.20.160 is amended to read:

Sec. 24.20.160. LEGISLATIVE AUDIT COMMITTEE. The president of
the senate, speaker of the house, chairman of the senate finance com—
mittee, and chairman of the house finance committee, elected at each
session of th” legislature, and three members [ONE MEMBER] from the
senate and from the house appointed by the president of the senate and
speaker of the house, respectively, constitute the legislative audit
committee. The members of the committee serve as committee members
until the convening of the next session of the legislature, or until
their successors are named and elected. If either presiding officer
desires, he may, instead of his own membership on the committee,
appoint to the committee an additional member of the house over which
he presides. Whenever possible the membership shall Include at least
one member from each of the four major state election areas [DISTRICTS]
and at least two members from each of the two major political parties.
In case of a vacancy by a member of the senate, the president of the sen
ate shall choose a successor. In case of a vacancy by a member of the
house* [;] the speaker of the house shall choose a successor. |If

the president of the senate dies or resigns the remaining committee
members from the senate shall choose a successor. If the speaker of

the house dies or resigns the remaining committee members from the
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house shall choose a successor.

* Sec. 2. This Act takes effect on the day after Its passage and

approval or on the day It becomes law without approval.
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
