WHEREAS in reliance on the timely granting of the Trans Alaska Pipeline
right of way permit by the federal government, many businesses and private
persons have contracted for and committed large amounts of men and materials
and

WHEREAS as a result of recent legal actions attempting to halt construe
tion of the pipeline, delays and postponements have caused serious unemploy—
ment and resulted in idle equipment; and

WHEREAS continued delays 1in this and other essential construction
projects will seriously hamper orderly state development, and greatly devalui
future lease sales;

BE IT RESOLVED that the Sixth Alaska State Legislature respectfully
requests the Governor to direct the Attorney General to take aggressive
remedial measures by instituting original or counter legal action against
those concerns seeking to halt or delay the legitimate economic development

of Alaska.
