BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA:

WHEREAS, in accord with President Nixon's recent statements, American
actions to halft the bombings of North Vietnam, to reduce ailr operations in
the South, to plan the withdrawal of more than 250,000 troops and to offer
to negotiate flexibly, have been replied to by the Communists of Vietnam
by intransigence at the conference table, belligerence in Hanol, massive
military aggression in Laos and Cambodia and stepped-up attacks in South
Vietnam; and

WHEREAS, while the United States has always worked patiently for
peace, 1t should not be humiliated and defeated by a Communistic enemy which
rejects peace, ignores our warnings, tramples on solemn agreements and
cowardly kills American men from the privileged sanctuaries of a neutral
country; and

WHEREAS, if decisive and immediate action is not taken against the
Communists in North Vietnam, America will become a second-rate power and
the nation will have to accept the first defeat in its proud 190-year
history; and

WHEREAS, even though the President has taken some recent steps to end
the Communist infiltration of Cambodia, it is obvious that far greater
action is needed by the United States if the Communist threat is to be

eradicated from Southeast Asia;

BE IT RESOLVED that the United States Congress declare war on the

people of North Vietnam so as to put an end to attempted Communist take-over
