WHEREAS most of this obscené material is ufisolicitéd, unwainted and
deeply offensive to those who receive it; &hd
WHEREAS sending unsolicited cbscene materidl through the mail to unsus-
pecting persons constitutes an abuse of the postal services fo:r panderiﬁg
purposes, and a gross invaslon of persohal privacy; and
WHEREAS Congress, being cognizant of thé problems which literally
hundreds of thousands of Americans are having with these unsolicited porno-
graphic mass mailings, has before it several bills whitch attempt to control
this postal abuse; anc
WHEREAS one of these bills makes it a féderal crime to send unsolicited
obscene material to a person under the age of 18; and
WHEREAS this is a commendable bill but the implication remains that the
sending of unsolicited obscene material to those over 18 is condoned;
BE IT RESOLVED by the Sixth Alaska Leglslature that Congress is urged
to amend the proposed bill which makes it a féderal offense to send unsolici-—
ted obscene material through the mail to persons under 18, to prohibit the

unsolicited sending of obscene material to ainyoné regardless of age or sex.
