(4) the tools, implements, apparatus, motor vehicles, books, 

office furniture, business files, animals, laboratory, and any other 

article nec e s s a r y  to enable any p erson to carry on the trade, o ccupa­

tion, or p r o f e s s i o n  by which that person habitually earns his living 

to the value of $2,500 .[$1,800] including [INCLUDE] sufficient quantity 

of food to support the animals, if any, for six months;

* Sec. 2. This Act takes effect on the day after its passage and approval

or on the day it becomes law without approval.
