For an Act entitled: "An Act relating to retirement and death benefits

for certain persons; and providing for an effective 

d a t e ."

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA:

* Section 1. AS 26.05 is amended by adding new sections to read:

Sec. 26.05.222. CREATION AND ADMINISTRATION OF ALASKA NATIONAL 

GUARD RETIREMENT PLAN. There is established in the public employees 

retirement system of Alaska a separate Alaska National Guard retirement 

plan and account, w h i c h  shall be administered as a part of and in like 

manner as the public employees retirement system.

Sec. 26.05.223. COMMENCEMENT OF PARTICIPATION IN PLAN. An active 

member of.the Alaska National Guard shall be included in this plan upon 

commencement of his active membership in the Alaska National Guard, or 

on July 1, 1971, w hichever is later. Inclusion in the plan is a condi­

tion of active me m b e r s h i p  in the Alaska National Guard.

Sec. 26.05.224. RETIREMENT BENEFITS. (a) An active member of

the Alaska National Guard is eligible for retirement pension upon 

voluntary retirement after 20 years or more of service in the Alaska 

National Guard, regardless of age, or upon involuntary retirement 

because of federal standards imposed on National Guard members, regard­

less of length of service or age.

(b) The retirement pension is $50 a month, payable over the same 

number of years that the person was a member of the Alaska National 

G u a r d .
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(c) An eligible member who retires may elect to receive his 

retirement pension beginning on the first day of the month coinciding 

wit h  or after retirement, or he may elect to receive his retirement 

pension at a deferred date beginning on the first day of the month

coinciding with or after the date he elects for the retirement pension

to begin.

chapter at the time of his death, his beneficiary is entitled to 

receive a benefit equal to the total of the unpaid retirement pension 

the member would have received had he lived and collected all of his 

retirement pension.

Sec. 26.05.228. DEFINITION. As used in secs. 222 - 227 of this 

chapter, "member" means an active commissioned or warrant officer or 

enlisted m a n  in the Alaska National Guard.

(e) Notwiths t a n d i n g  other provisions of this section an employee 

who was employed by the state on June 30, 1970 and who, before Ja n u­

ary 3, 1959, served in the court system in Alaska and was paid by the 

clerk of the court under sec. 10 of the Act of June 6, 1900, as amended 

(48 USC 107), from the fund designated "C" is entitled to service credit 

for this service, in addition to the other service credit to which he 

may be entitled under this chapter. Retroactive contributions are not 

required to be made to obtain this service credit.
