WHEREAS he was known throughout the state by hundreds of friends who
were fortunate enough to experience his ever-ready humor and as a raconteur
he had few equals; and

WHEREAS he maintained an active interest in both domestic and inter-
national events and issues all of hils life; and

he donated in 1965 a portion of his homestead to the Pioneers of Alaska for
use as a park and recreation facility§
