WHEREAS the United States Navy has announced plans to continue o p e r a­

tion of N avy-sponsored ships from Seattle to Kodiak and the Westward; and

WHEREAS continued implementation of this program does not indicate in I

any way an awareness of the needs and requirements of those in Alaska other 

than the United States Navy; and

WHEREAS, if Navy transports continue to operate as planned, all induce­

ment for private enterprise to service private needs will be l o s t ; and

WHEREAS, even though the Navy has said it is concerned only with the 

movement of Navy cargo, our commercial carriers desperately need to transport 

the Navy cargo in order for service from Kodiak to the Westward to be 

e conomically feasible; and

WHEREAS, in addition to the above, the ultimate result would be to 

further encourage the foreign harvest of our ocean resources;

BE IT RESOLVED by the Alaska Legislature that the United States Depart­

ment of the Navy is urgently requested to immediately rescind its decision 

to operate Navy-sponsored ships from Seattle to Kodiak and the Westward.
