BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA:

WHEREAS the proposed new State Court and Office Bullding at Ketchikan
has been funded by the Alaska State Housing Authority through the sale of
ASHA bonds; and

WHEREAS schematic planning already has been largely completed and is

ready for submission to the Department of Buildings; and

WHEREAS this new building is essential to provide suitable facilitiles

for the court and other state offices in the Ketchikan area; and

WHEREAS it has come to light that the original bond issue was deficilent ]
in that approximately $182,000 will be needed to fully complete construction
of the new facility; and

WHEREAS, if the Alaska State Housing Authority were to sell additional
bonds in that amount for additional capital improvements to the Ketchikan
building, no voter approval is needed, and the new facllity could be com-
pleted and made completely utilitarian at an early date;

BE IT RESOLVED by the Alaska Legislature that the Alaska State Housing
Authority is requested to make up a new bond issue and sell bonds in an
amount sufficient to cover the estimated $182,000 needed to assuré completion
and full occupation and use of the new facllity at Ketchikan at the earliest

possible time.
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
