BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA:

W H E R E A S 3 under the current practice, floor proceedings of the legisla­

ture are not reco r d e d  nor is any other record maintained of the proceedings 

other than the bare essential items published In the daily journals; and

W H E R E A S , oftentimes, it would be beneficial and helpful as well as of 

historic interest for the state to have on hand a record of what occurred 

and what was said, for instance, concerning matters on the daily calendar; 

and

WHEREAS sophisticated electronic recording systems are available which 

would enable the respective bodies to have proceedings on the floor elec­

tronically transcribed;

BE IT RESO L V E D  by the Alaska Legislature that the Legislative Council 

is requested to conduct a feasibility study regarding the installation of 

electronic rec o r d i n g  equipment In each chamber and to submit its report, 

including its recommendations, to the First Session of the Eighth Legisla­

ture .
