BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OP THE STATE OP ALASKA;

WHEREAS the fourth annual G i r l s’ State p r o gram will be held on the 

campus and facilities of the U n i versity of Alaska, at Fairbanks, Alaska, in

June 1972; and

WHEREAS at G i r l s’ State the delegates learn the duties of the various 

offices connected with city, borough, and state government; and

WHEREAS part of the p r o gram connected with state government is the 

election of a legislature, and the introduction and debate upon bills in 

accordance with regular legislative procedure; and

WHEREAS the Legislature could be of valuable aid to the operation of 

the fourth annual Girls' State program, by having the Legislative Affairs 

Agency prepare materials necessary for a better understanding of the l e g i s­

lative process and by having designated legislators and Agency staff members 

in attendance at Girls' State to aid in any way possible with the legislative 

program;

BE IT RESOLVED that the Legislature direct the Legislative Council to 

authorize the Legislative Affairs Agency to assist in the preparation of 

legislative m a t e r i a l s  and, on request of the Girls' State chairmen, to have 

legislators d e s ignated by the presiding officer of each house and two Agency 

staff members attend the fourth annual G i r l s’ State to aid the delegates in 

the legislative program.
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
