The Department Public
Safety [COMMERCE] is responsible for the operation of motor vehicle
weighing stations, and the enforcement of highway size, weight and
load limitations. The department shall adopt [RULES AND] regulations
necessary for the operation of motor vehicle weighing stations{,] and
regulations necessary to enforce size, weight and load limitations on
state highways.
