Requesting the President of the 

United States to designate Haines, 

Alaska as the official home of the 

American bald eagle and the official 

city for the celebration of the 

bicentennial of the selection of the 

bald eagle as the official symbol of 

the United States of America.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE O F  THE STATE OF ALASKA:

WHEREAS-^ioutheast Alaska has the world's largest concentration of 

American bald eagles; and

WHEREAS each year thousands of bald eagles gather at the Eagle Council 

Grounds near Haines, Alaska; and

WHEREAS the annual gathering of bald eagles near Haines is a unique 

natural phenomenon; and

WHEREAS the citizens of Haines, with the cooperation of the state and 

federal governments, have taken steps to use and develop the natural r e­

sources of the area in order to provide a sustained economic base while at 

the same time recognizing the needs of and providing for the continuing 

welfare of the indigenous bald eagle population; and

WHEREAS 1982 is the 200th anniversary of the selection of the American 

bald eagle as the symbol of the U n i t e d  States of America;

BE IT RESOLVED that the Alaska State Legislature requests the President 

28II to proclaim Haines, Alaska, the official home of the American bald eagle and 

2§H designate Haines, Alaska, as the official city for the celebration of the
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bicentennial of the selection of the American bald eagle as the official 

symbol of the United States of America.

President of the United States i and to the Honorable Ted Stevens and the 

Honorable Frank Murkowski, U.S. Senators, and the Honorable Don Young, U.S.
