WHEREAS knowledge of one"s own state"s history and government is
fundamental to informed and effective participation in state and local
affairs; and

WHEREAS in a 1987 survey, 33 percent of Alaska®s high school seniors
reported no school instruction in Alaska history; and

WHEREAS the State Board of Education has the authority to establish
graduation requirements for all school districts and hasadopted general
requirements;

BE IT RESOLVED that the Alaska State Legislature respectfully requests
the State Board of Education to adopt regulations requiring at least one
unit of creditin the study of Alaska history and government prior to
graduation from high school.
