* Section 1. Article XII, Constitution of the State of Alaska, is
amended by adding a new section to read:
SECTION 14. STATE SOVEREIGNTY. Alaska is a free and independent
State, subject only to the Constitution of the United States, and the
maintenance of the State of Alaska®"s free institutions andthe per-
petuity of the Union depend upon the preservation of theright of
local self-government, unimpaired to all the states.
* Sec. 2. The amendment proposed by this resolution shall be placed
before the voters of the state at the next general election in conformity
with art. XIIl, sec. 1, Constitution of the State of Alaska, and the elec-

tion laws of the state.
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
