Sec. 16.05.280. REMOVAL OF BOARD MEMBERS. The governor may
remove a board member for inefficiency, neglect of duty, [OR] miscon-
duct in office, or because the member has been convicted of violating
a statute or regulation on fish or Rame, by delivering to the member a
written copy of the charges and giving the member an opportunity to be
heard in person or through counsel at a public hearing before the
governor or a designee upon at least 10 days®™ notice by registered
mail. The member may confront and cross-examine adverse witnhesses.
Upon removal, the governor or a designee shall file in the proper
state office the findings and a complete statement of all charges made
against the member.
