9 BE IT RESOLVED BY T H E  SENATE:

10 WHEREAS 1990 has ushe r e d  in the last decade of the 20th century and

11 the first decade of the common future; and

12 WHEREAS as the global community was w a k i n g  to the threat of serious

13 problems including global warm i n g and ozone depletion, the Prince W i l l i a m

14 Sound oil spill shocked state residents into a fir s t h a nd  awareness of the

15 profound economic and environmental questions that w i l l  require p o litical

16 and ethical answers in the future; and

17 WHEREAS the answers to these economic and enviro nm e n t a l  questions will

18 determine the nature and quality of life in the 20th century in this state

19 and around the world; and

20 WHEREAS the state's natural wea l th  imposes on state residents a re-

21 sponsibility to examine these questions and their implications as the state

22 strives to develop its economy and to protect its environment; and

23 WHEREAS in its role as trustee of the Last F rontier's great natu r a l

24 resources, the state is increasingly challenged to deve l o p  strategies to

25 reconcile real and p e rceived conflicts betw ee n  the e n v i ronment and e c o n om i c

26 development in a m a n n e r  that meets the needs of pres e n t  generations w i t h o u t

27 compromising the capacity of future generations to m e e t  their needs; and

28 WHEREAS the lives of residents of the state are b ased on the f r o ntier

29 traditions of perseverance and of p u l l i n g  together w h e n  the sledding gets
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1 tough, and the re s i d e n t s  can, therefore, draw o n  those t r aditions of "Fron-

2 tier T h i n k i n g "  to h a n d l e  econo m i c d e v e l o pm e n t  a n d  e n v i ronmental p r o t e c t i o n

3 as c o m p le m e n t a r y  g oals ra t h er  than o p p o s i n g  forces; and

4 W H E R E A S  an i n te r n a t i o n a l  c o nf e r e n c e  e n t it l e d  " F rontier Thinking" will

5 be h eld in A n c h o r a g e  o n  M a r c h  21 - 23, 1990, t h e  A n n i v e r s a r y  of the Pr i n c e

6 W i l li a m  S o u n d  oil spill; and

7 WH E R E A S  the c o n f e r e n c e  wil l c o n c e ntrate o n  the development of innova-

8 tive s trategies for re c o n c i l i n g  e c o n o m i c  de v el o p m e n t  and envir on m e n t a l

9 protection;

10 BE IT R E S O L V E D  that the Senate supports th e  international c onference

11 on " F r o n t i er  T h i n k i n g "  to be hel d  in An c h o ra g e  M a r c h  21 - 23, 1990, and

12 urges all res id e n t s  of the state to u n i t e  b e h i n d  their c o m m o n  concern for

13 the c om m o n  future an d  the future of their children, t h e i r  state, their

14 country, and t h e i r  w o r l d  and to a ss u m e  global l e adership by u s i n g  " F rontier

15 Thinking" to find c o m p l e m e n t a r y  strat e g i e s  for s t i m u l a t in g  a healthy econo-

16 my and m a i n t a i n i n g  a stable environment.
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
