FOR AN ACT ENTITLED 

^  1 "An Act relating to the powers of the Board of Game."

2 BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA:

3 * Section 1. AS 16.05.255(a) is amended to read:

4 (a) The Board of Game shall [MAY] adopt regulations it considers advisable in

5 accordance with the Administrative Procedure Act (AS 44.62) to provide for intensive

6 management of game for maximum sustained yield for human harvest bv [FOR]

7 (1) setting apart game reserve areas, refuges1 and sanctuaries in the water or on

8 the land of the state over which it has jurisdiction, subject to the approval of the legislature;

9 (2) establishing open and closed seasons and areas for the taking of game;

10 (3) establishing the means and methods employed in the pursuit, capture, and

11 transport of game, including regulations, consistent with resource conservation and development

12 goals, establishing means and methods that may be employed by persons with physical

13 disabilities;

14 (4) setting quotas, bag limits, harvest levels, and sex, age, and size limitations on

(e) The Board of Game may not restrict the taking of a game resource in order to provide 

for priority use o f the resource by a designated subgroup o f resident hunters or trappers unless 

the board has previously required the department to develop and conduct game enhancement and 

rehabilitation programs and aggressive predator reduction programs in the area where the game 

resource occurs.
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
