POSITION PAPER 
SB56

Summary of Bill: This bill would extend the eligibility to receive
veterans preference points for initial hiring into state classified 
service to include persons who have served for at least five years in the 
national guard or a reserve unit. A  person eligible under this bill would 
receive five additional points added to their score. This is the same 
number of additional points added to the score of a person who is a 
veteran as currently defined in statute— basically someone who served in 
World War I, World War II, or the period between the Korean Conflict and 
the end of the Vietnam War.

Background: Last year the legislature added language to the definition of
"veteran" to include persons who are awarded the Purple Heart, a campaign 
or expedition medal, or a decoration for heroism or gallantry in action. 
This addition was made to include veterans who served after the end of the 
Vietnam era (October 14, 1976), but who were engaged in hostile action as 
a member of the United States armed forces (e.g. Persian Gulf, Granada). 
The original intent of the veterans employment preference points was to 
compensate veterans for time spent away from the pursuit of civilian 
employment while a full-time member of the armed forces.

Impact of Bill on Department of Military and Veterans Affairs: Any
additional benefits created by this bill would be publicized and promoted 
by both the Division of Veterans Affairs and by the military leadership of 
the Alaska National Guard. No fiscal impact on the Department of Military 
and Veterans Affairs is anticipated.

Departmental Position on Bill: The Department of Military and Veterans
Affairs is neutral on this bill.

3. STATE VETERAN'S HIRING PREFERENCE FOR ALASKA NATIONAL GUARD VETERANS

A. PROPOSAL: Th is proposa l would enact l e g i s l a t i o n  to oranf Alaska 
Na t iona l Guard members, who have su c c e s s fu l l y  completed 5 years of 
Alaska Na t iona l Guard Membership, the same S ta te ve te ra n 's h i r i n g  
pre fe rence c u r r e n t l y  granted to ac t i v e du ty veterans.

B. DISCUSSION: Members o f the Alaska Na t iona l Guard who have never served
w i th the armed fo rces on extended ac t i v e du ty (non-prior service) do not 
rece ive ve te ra n 's h i r i n g  p re fe rence po in ts f o r Federal c i v i l  se rv ice jobs. 
P r io r- se r v i c e ve te rans do. P r io r- se rv ic e ve terans DO rece ive h i r i n g  
pre fe rence fo r S ta te jobs. Non-prior s e rv i c e Sta te ve terans do NOT. I t
seems equ i t a b le t h a t non-pr io r se rv ice STATE vete rans should rece ive h i r i n g  
p re fe rence fo r S ta te jobs in  t h e i r  own Sta te o f Alaska.

There i s  an unknown number o f Sta te ve terans in t e r e s t e d  in  State jobs 
who would b e n e f i t  from Sta te ve te ran 's h i r i n g  pre fe rence.

Members o f the Alaska Na t iona l Guard (approximately 4000) and t h e i r  
spouses (approx imately 3000) suppor t t h i s  i n i t i a t i v e .

C. COST: There i s  no known cost.

D. PRECEDENTS:

OHIO: Veterans honorab ly d ischarged from a c t i v e  se r v i c e or t r a n s f e r r e d to
a P.eserve Component are e n t i t l e d  to 20* added c r e d i t  on Sta te c i v i l  se rv ice 
exam.

There i s  an unknown number o f State ve te rans in t e r e s t e d  in Sta te jobs 
who would b e n e f i t  from Sta te ve te ran 's h i r i n g  pre fe rence.
