A RESOLUTION

Proposing amendments to Hie Constitution of the State of Alaska requiring a

runoff election when the candidates for governor and lieutenant governor obtaining

the greatest number of votes at the general election do not receive more than

40

IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA:

* Section 1. Article [1ll,sec. 3, Constitution of the State of Alaska, is amended to read:

SECTION 3. ELECTION. The governor shall be chosen by the qualified
voters of the Slate at a general election. The candidate receiving the greatest number
of votes shall be governor but onlv if the candidate receives more than forty
percent of the total number of votes cast for governor at the general election. |If
a candidate does not receive more than forty percent of the votes cast for
governor, a runoff election between the Jjtycucandidates receiving the greatest
number of votes cast shall be hcld*twent”ieliLdavs after the general election.

At the runoff election, write-in ballots shall not be counted. In calculating the

*Sec. 2. Article 1ll, sec. 4. Constitution of the Stale of Alaska, is amended to read:

SECTION 4. TERM OF OFFICE. |Ifa runoff election is required to elect
a governor, then the [TITE] term of office of the governor begins [IS FOUR YEARS.
BEGINNING] at noon on the first dtiv of .January immediately after the election.
Otherwise, the term of office of the governor begins at noon on the first Monday
in December following the governor’s [MIS] election. The term of the governor
ends when the governor’s elected successor commences in office on a date
determined under this section. Election for governor occurs everv four venrs

[AND ENDING AT NOON ON THE FIRST MONDAY IN DECEMBER FOUR

YEARS LATER].

* Sec. 3. Article Ill, sec. S. Constitution of the State of Alaska, is amended to read:

SECTION 8. SA ME ELECTION. Thelieutenant governor shall be nominated
in the manner provided by law for nominating candidates for other elective offices.
In the general election and in anv runoff election the votes cast for a candidate for
governor shall be considered as cast also for the candidate for lieutenant governor
running jointly with him. The candidate whose name appears on the ballot jointly with

that of the successful candidate for governor shall be elected lieutenant governor,

* Sec. 4. Article XV, Constitution of the State of Alaska, is amended by adding a new

section to read:

SECTION 29. TRANSITIONAL PROVISION APPLICABLE TO
AMENDMENT OF ARTICLE IIl, SECTION 4. The term of office of the governor
elected at the general election in 1994 ends at noon on the first Monday in December
four years later unless, under Section 3 of Article Ill. a runoff election is required, in
which case the term of office of the governor ends at noon on the first day of January

1999.

* Sec. 5. The amendments proposed by this resolution shall be placed beforethe voters of
the state at the next general election in conformity with art. XIIl, sec. 1, Constitution of the

State of Alaska, and the election laws of the state.

CS SJR 36 (STA): CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS REQUIRING A
RUN-OFF FOR GOVERNOR IF NO CANDIDATE RECEIVES MORE THAN
40% OF THE VOTE

The very foundation of democratic government is rooted in the principle of
majority rule, yet a majority of Alaskans have not elected a governor since 1970.
Senate Joint Resolution 36 (SJR 36), as amended by the Senate State Affairs
Committee, would place Constitutional amendments before the voters for
approval at the next general election that would require a run-off between the
top two vote-getters for Governor and Lieutenant Governor when no candidate
received more than 40% of the vote.

The measure requires candidates for Governor and Lt. Governor receive more
than 40% to be elected at the general election held in November. If no candidate
receives more than 40%, the top two candidates would face each other in a run-
off held four weeks later. The winner of that race would be sworn in January I1st
rather than December 1st, as the state constitution now requires.

The governor and lieutenant governor need the support of a majority of
Alaskans to govern the State effectively. While it may take a combination of
several political groups to make a majority consensus, its important that we
sustain the concept of majority decision making or we'll end up chipping away at
the foundation of our electoral process. The current situation in which a
governor could be elected with less than 25% of the popular vote opens us up to
the prospect of different small interest groups running government every few
years. That's neither representative nor effective government. For a governor
to effectively lead our State, he must have the electoral support of a majority of
Alaskans.

The proposed amendments in SJR 36, if approved by the legislature, would
appear before the voters as constitutional amendments on the ballot in
November of 1994. If approved it would not impact an election for Governor

until 1998.
