Research Request 95.180 (Revised)

You asked for a list o f  women who have served in the Alaska Legislature. Attached is an 
alphabetical list o f  the 68 women who served in the Alaska State Legislature or who have served 
in the Alaska Territorial Legislature. We also included wom en who served as delegates to the 
Constitutional Convention. This information is summarized below.

Service in the S tate  Legislature O nly (49)
35 served in the State H ouse (4 were appointed,—1 ran for and won re-election, 1 was an

interim appointee);
8 served in the 7 a te  Senate (2 were appointed, 1 o f  whom  went on for re-election);
6 served in both the House and Senate (1 was appointed to the House and later elected to

the Senate; 1 was appointed to the Senate and later elected to the House).

Service in the State Legislature and Territorial Legislature or C onstitutional C onvention (3)
2 served in the State House, the Territorial H ouse and at the Constitutional Convention
1 served in the State Senate and the Territorial H ouse

Service in the Territorial Legislature Only (12)
9 served in the Territorial House
3 served in the Territorial House and Territorial Senate

Service in the 1 erritorial Legislature and C onstitutional C onvention  (1)
1 served in the Territorial House and at the Constitutional Convention

Delegates to the C onstitutional C onvention O nly (3)
3 served as delegates to the Constitutional Convention only
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As can be seen above, there have been 52 women who served in the State Legislature. O f those, 
49 have served in the State Legislature only, 1 served in the State and the Territorial Legislatures 
and 2 served in the State and Territorial Legislatures and were delegates to the Constitutional 
Convention.

There w ere 16 wom en who served in the Territorial Legislature: 12 served in the Territorial 
Legislature only, 1 was later elected to the State Legislature; and 3 had been delegates to the 
constitutional convention (2 o f  the three were later elected to the State Legislature).

Delegates to the Constitutional Convention included 6 women: 1 went on to serve in the 
Territorial Legislature and 2 later served in both the Territorial and the State Legislatures.
