A RESOLUTION
Commending and supporting actions taken by the Office of the Governor, the attorney
general, and the commissioner of natural resources to protect the state from federal
government incursion into the care and management of state resources and to promote
the economic prosperity of the state; and urging the United States Congress and the

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF ALASKA:

WHEREAS the federal government is attempting some regulatory actions that are
adverse and contrary to the interests of the state and its citizens; and

WHEREAS the Office of the Governor, the attorney general, and the commissioner
of natural resources, with strong support by the Alaska State Legislature, have challenged the
federal government in court for its interpretation of the Endangered Species Act in its
expansive designation of critical habitat for polar bears, for restricting access to Alaska rivers,

for denying use of rights-of-way that are essential to access land in the state, and for taking

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adverse actions against our timber interests, mining interests, and interests in development of
federal onshore and outer continental shelf oil and gas resources; and

WHEREAS, under art. VIII, sec. 1, Constitution of the State of Alaska, the policy of
the state is to encourage the development of its resources by making them available for
maximum use consistent with the public interest; and

WHEREAS actions taken by the state's executive and the Alaska State Legislature
seek to protect the state's rights and local self-govemance of the people of the state and
promote a future of economic security and prosperity;

BE IT RESOLVED that the Alaska State Legislature commends and supports the
actions of the Office of the Governor, the attorney general, and the commissioner of natural
resources to protect the state from federal government interference with the state's right to be
the steward of and manage the state’s natural resources and to promote the economic
prosperity of the state; and be it

FURTHER RESOLVED that the Alaska State Legislature urges the United States
Congress and the President of the United States to honor the state's equal footing with the
other states and recede from overextending federal authority into management of state
resources.

Interior Senators Applaud U.S. Senator Lisa Murkowski’s Focus on Critical Issues

JUNEAU-Today, the Interior Delegation of the Alaska State Senate is applauding U.S. Senator Lisa Murkowski for her
comments and tireless fight for Alaskans. During her annual address to the Joint Legislature, Senator Murkowski
emphasized the need for Alaskans to join forces in the fight against downsizing Eielson Air Force Base, the need to solve

the Interior's energy crisis, and the need to put Alaska back at the top of oil, natural gas, and mineral production.

"l continue to believe that the Air Force proposal to move the F-16s is short-sighted. We have to make cuts, but the cuts

have to make sense,"” said Senator Murkowski, R-Alaska. "The savings projected for future years are limited, and do not
outweigh the strategic benefits of an unencroached base in the Asia-Pacific region with strategic access to most troubled

spots around the world."

"l am extremely excited to work with Senator Murkowski on protecting Eielson Air Force Base," said Senator John
Coghill, R-North Pole. "Eielson is not only a critical piece of the nation's defense, but is also a critical piece of the
economy in Fairbanks. Iencourage everyone to send her their supporting comments so she has a strong backing when

she fights for us in Washington, DC."

Senator Murkowski also spoke about the energy crisis Interior Alaskans are currently facing. She said while she will
continue to fight to get federal help, the state must also act aggressively on proposals from Governor Parnell to reduce

energy prices by getting natural gas to the Interior.

"We have been working hard in the Senate In-State Energy Committee to put in place the plan to truck natural gas to the
Interior,” said Senator Click Bishop, R-Fairbanks. "I am glad we have the Senator's support for this immediate relief. |
am also interested her long term ideas such as an in-state gasline, underground coal gasification, geothermal and other

ideas that can help power our state.”

Senator Murkowski also addressed the need for Alaska to stop the oil production decline and figure out ways to market
the state's natural gas to other nations. As part of that statement, Senator Murkowski stressed that federal overreach is
hurting Alaskans. "We've seen federal overreach at the Colville River and on the banks ofthe Yukon. We've seen it on
health care and our second amendment rights. Regulatory encroachment affects fisherman, our families trying to keep

warm and our ability to develop resources.”

"l strongly agree with Senator Murkowski on stopping the federal overreach and | look forward to working with her on
ways to solve the Interior's energy crisis,” said Senator Pete Kelly, R-Fairbanks. "As co-chair of the Finance Committee, |
also agree with Senator Murkowski that Alaska must brace for cut in federal dollars, prioritize funding requests, and look

at what state can handle on its own. We will continue that work inthe Finance Committee."

RDC members regularly witnesses first hand the uncertainty, delays, lost
opportunities and unnecessary costs of doing business that result from federal
actions that fail to acknowledge the limits of federal authority. Misuse of the
Endangered Species Act; failure to acknowledge state jurisdiction over navigable
waters; land management decisions in conflict with the compromise embodied in
the Alaska National Interest Land Conservation Act (ANILCAJ; the Environmental
Protection Agency’s (EPA] misguided Bristol Bay watershed assessment; and
disregard for the principles embodied in the Statehood Compact are all examples of
issues where the State needs to stand up to the federal government.

In some instances, RDC intervenes in State legal challenges, such as the ongoing complaint against the
EPA and the State Department with regard to the imposition of the Emission Control Area (ECA),
clearly a one-size-fits -all approach with disproportionate costs and a lack of demonstrated benefit for
Alaskans. Federal land management policies have decimated the timber-based economy of Southeast
Alaska, are compromising the health, safety and welfare of our citizens in King Cove, and are eroding
the resource potential from lands as demonstrated by the recent integrated resource plan for the
National Petroleum Reserve Alaska, a plan which closes the most prospective lands in the petroleum
reserve to oil exploration and development.

SIR 2 will demonstrate a united front, showing elected federal officials and agencies that Alaska is
committed to defending its sovereignty and rights against federal over reach. We encourage the
committee to consider prompt passage of this resolution.
