Thank you for the opportunity to testify. My name isJerry Birch. I'm a placer miner in Interior Alaska.
I've been involved in placer mining for 34 years and have been actively involved in the permitting
process for placer mining for about 32 years.

The rise permitting burden and uncertainty is increasing the burden on both the operator and the state
agencies. Therefore it's important to ensure that state agencies are able to efficiently process and
manage permits in a cost effective and timely manner. This especially important for the small
independent operators with limited resources. Looking back, it took a special appropriation by the
legislature to help DNR make positive progress on a substantial permit backlog. But that backlog will
come back uniess we make changes such as those proposed in HB77 to give DNR the tools necessary to
be more responsive and cost effective in the permitting process.

The ability to issue a general permit for activities that are already authorized for permit under existing
statute is such atool. This is not some new or reckless concept. General Permits have been used
successfully by Federal Agencies for quite some time. A General Permit

Does not cut out the public process as the opposition to this bill portray in the media. There is a public
notice process when a General Permit is proposed allowing the public to comment on what activities the
general permit covers and what terms and conditions are in the General Permit. And it should be
emphasized that there are terms and conditions that must be adhered to in a general permit and that
an operator has to sign that he accepts them. But HB77 does increase the efficiency, predictability, and
timeliness of the state agencies while maintaining their responsibility to protect the environment.

Another benefit of HB77 is with changes made to water reservations. It ensures that the state's water
resources will be managed by the science based experts of the Alaska state agencies. And it gives the
commissioner the flexibility needed to maximize the efficiency of processing the applications without
jeopardizing the priority of appropriation.

On closing, I'd like to comment on the public hearing on HB77 on Wednesday that | attended. The
Anchorage LIO was stacked by an organized anti-development group that made comments that this bill
cuts Alaskans out of the public process, puts our salmon at risk, and harms traditional way of life. None
of those claims are true. This bill adds some stability and efficiency to the permitting process.

Consumer Energy Alliance - Alaska support for HB77.

You may wonder why Consumer Energy Alliance is concerned about the passage of HB77.
Consumer Energy Alliance - Alaska advocates for access to onshore and offshore natural gas and oil,
access to reliable, affordable electricity, and enhanced energy efficiency and conservation for the
benefit of the Alaska energy consumer. Energy consumers in Alaska will benefit from a robust oil
and gas industry and ability to build energy generation projects, including hydro projects, and
distribution infrastructure.

Should HB77 fail to pass, the Department of Natural Resources will continue to receive applications
for instream flow reservations filed with the intentto oppose and stop development projects.
While mining appears to be the focus today, there can be no doubt that this tactic will be used
against oil and gas developments, hydro projects and other energy and infrastructure projects.

For example, this tactic (instream flow reservations) was used by Greenpeace in the late 1990s in
an effort to stop oil exploration on the North Slope. Greenpeace applied for an instream reservation
for all of the water in the Kuparuk River. Greenpeace wrote DNR saying essentially: "We have our
application in first. Therefore, we have some rights, and until you adjudicate our application -
which typically takes years—you cannot legally give permits to allow oil companies to take water
from the water reservoir. So please cancel all winter oil exploration on that part of the North Slope
for a few years.”

HB 77 solves the problems with the current system, which focuses on who gets paperwork in first.
For large projects that are multiple years in the planning, the decision on how to withdraw water,
protect the fish, and promote economic development should be made with all the data, and with an
understanding of all the environmental and social effects. Itshould not be based on who gets their
paperwork in first. But, recent court decisions and environmental groups’ legal claims are making it
a paperwork race. HB77 diminishes the ability of eNGO’s and anti-development groups to abuse
the system using this tactic to stop a project.

The State of Alaska and its permitting agencies have undergone review since 2011 to examine their
regulatory processes and determine ways to make them more efficient. These efforts included
outreach to stakeholders across Alaska, and ultimately resulted in legislation that allowed the
agencies to implement changes to make permitting in Alaska more efficient, predictable, and timely
while maintaining their mission of protecting the environment.

Dear Senator Giesel. Thank you for you leadership and work on the Senate Resources Committee
Substitute on HB77. It is a good bill and should be enacted.

Most or the bill simply codifies practices that the Department of Natural Resources had already been
doing.

There isa change with respect to in-stream water reservations. Section 41 authorizes the Commissioner
to review a water reservation and revoke it if the findings he/she made to grant it "no longer apply."
These sections effectively places water reservation rights in State hands. But, this isthe policy in al!
other states. Section 42 (h) provides that the Commissioner has the authority to decide the order in
which water reservation applications are processed. The environmentalists are claiming that this
undermines the Western water law concept ofthe first in time isthe first in right. However, the section
specifically states that "the order in which an application is processed does not affect priority of
appropriation.”

Another change has to do with administrative appeal rights. Throughout its provisions the bill requires
that a person be "substantially and adversely affected” rather than merely "aggrieved" in order to file an
administrative appeal. Environmental groups have been claiming that this standard is unreasonably
high. However, the notion that a person must be harmed rather than simply unhappy with a decision is
not a new or foreign or overly high standard. It is a requirement for standing in state and federal
litigation.

Environmental groups are unhappy with the authorization of general permits. Again this is not a new
concept. The Corps of Engineers has over 50 nationwide permits. The idea isthat for a particular class of
activities (e.g. putting up a cabin on leased state land) a person could proceed without specific
authorization from DNR as long as the requirements of the general permit are met. The
environmentalists complain that Section 1 of the bill authorizes the commissioner to choose what
classes of activities qualify for a general permit based upon whether or not the department "finds that
the activity is unlikely to result in significant harm to state land or resources."

Such a decision is appealable, which is new. And, the "notwithstanding any other provision of law"
language that was in the original bill has been removed. This takes away the argument that the
Commissioner could override the authority of ADF&G in issuing general permits.

Section 22 would make land trades with the State easier by modifying the equal value requirement by
authorizing the trade if it is in the best interest ofthe State (as opposed to consolidating State holdings).

These are good changes to the permitting system and | urge the Resources Committee and the
Legislature to move forward with them.

In particular, | appreciated the explicit
reservation of waterway governance to the State, though public testimony will obviously be taken into
consideration. These are Alaska's waters, and should not be ‘reserved' for private persons to effectively
prohibit the DNR from managing the waters in the best interest of the State. And, unfortunately,
without changing the waterways wording, as proposed, outside or private interests can effectively
shutdown large areas from any land use by simply retaining lawyers to petition and sue the DNR
regarding their water reservation petition.

It simply isn't right for groups to have this 'backdoor' approach to managing our States waters.

Everyone should have to request uses through the DNR, as do most groups currently. If someone simply
does not want anyone else to use the water, they can testify against every proposal for use that comes
into the DNR. If a watershed is to be protected entirely from development, then a State Park or
National Reserve can be sought for; otherwise, the DNR (and other agencies, depending on the
application) should be allowed to freely determine water rights according the current intent of the law,
according to each usage application.
