SB 8 PFD Contributions to Tribal Governments 
This legislation would amend AS 43.23.062 to allow federally recognized tribal 
governments to receive contributions from Permanent Fund Dividends (PFD) 
through the Pick.Click.Give. program. There are over 200 federally recognized 
tribal governments in Alaska that provide a variety of cultural, charitable and 
social services. These entities would have to adhere to the same regulations and 
fees that are applied to other non-profits currently benefitting from the program. 

Potential Issues: 
On the surface this is a very straightforward bill. There may be an issue because 
some people might not want tribal governments to be enrolled in Pick.Click.Give. 
It will cost more if another group other than what has typically been listed (non­
profit, 501(c)3 groups) are included. 

Legislative History 
This bill was heard in SSTA last year on March 28, 2017. Sen . Wilson had a 
question at that time about whether or not a guardian/custodian is prohibited 
from giving their child's PFD to a tribal entity. My understanding is that Sen. 
Stevens staff answered his question last year. The next committee of referral is 
Senate Finance. 

Fiscal Impact: 
The updated fiscal note on 1/28/18 has a one time increment of $9,000 from GF 
for 75 hours of programming at the rate of $120 an hour. This is because a tribal 
government doesn't have the same requirements as other organizations. Fees 
collected will cover administration costs.

• Please ask Sara Race to address Sen. Wilson's question from last year, this 
should be on the record . 

• Would it be possible for governmental entities to pay the one time set up 
fee as it is quite steep? 
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• Would it cost as much to add another organization to Pick.Click.Give, such 
as the State of Alaska's General Fund or another governmental entity? 

• Other than non-profits are there other organizations that benefit from the 
Pick.Click.Give. program? 

• Does Pick.Click.Give. anticipate that the addition of tribal governments will 
dilute or increase giving from the PFD?

SENATE BILL 8- PFD CONTRIBUTIONS TO TRIBAL GOVERNMENTS 

Senate Bill 8 is straightforward legislation to allow federally recognized tribal governments 
to receive contributions from Pennanent Fund Dividends (PFD} through the popular 
Pick.Click.Give. program. 

More than 200 federally recognized tribal governments in Alaska provide a variety of 
cultural, charitable and social services to their members, communities, low-income families and 
victims of abuse. Like many nonprofits, financial donations are a key component of their budgets. 
The addition of federally recognized tribal governments to the Pick.Click.Give. program will allow 
these entities the same opportunity to raise funds that is currently enjoyed by the University of 
Alaska system and charitable organizations statewide. 

The bill calls for the Department of Revenue to add federally recognized tribal 
governments to appear on the Pick.Click.Give. eligible recipients list. It also subjects these tribal 
entities to the same regulations and fees currently applied to the program's participants. 

Since 2009, Pick.Click.Give. has made it easier for Alaskans to help hundreds of nonprofits 
fulfill their missions through direct contributions from their PFDs. This has resulted in millions of 
dollars to eligible organizations through the years. The addition of federally recognized tribal 
governments to the list of Pick.Click.Give. recipients will extend the program's reach, while 
opening up another avenue of fundraising for these important organizations.

Section 1. Adds federally recognized tribal governments to AS 43.23.062(a), allowing 
federally recognized tribal governments to receive contributions from permanent fund 
dividends. 

Section 2. Amends AS 43.23.062(b), requiring the department to place federally 
recognized tribal governments on the contribution list. 

Section 3. Amends AS 43.23.062(c) to state that the department may not add a 
federally recognized tribal government to the contribution list unless the purpose of 
the federally recognized tribal government meets one of the purposes listed. 

Section 4. Amends AS 43.23.062(d) to exempt federally recognized tribal 
governments from various requirements that other educational and charitable 
organizations must meet under the section. 

Section 5. Adds federally recognized tribal governments to AS 43.23.062(t), which 
requires an application fee to be placed on the permanent fund dividend contribution 
list. 

Section 6. Adds federally recognized tribal governments to AS 43.23.062(m), which 
allows the department to withhold a coordination fee from each entity that receives 
contributions from permanent fund dividends.

Pick.CIiek.Give. was created by re Alaska State Legislature in 2008 to allow Alaskans filing for their PFD online to donate 
a portion or all of their dividend to eligible charitable and educational organizations. After a three-year pilot project, 
Pick.Cilek.Give. became a permanent part of the PFD program. The program was originally managed by the Rasmuson 
Foundation (http://www.rasmuson.org1). The Alaska Community Foundation (http://alaskacf.org/) took over 

management of the Pick.Click.Give. program in 2015. In order to maintain sustainability, 7% of all donations collected will 
go to program marketing, nonprofit tools and resources, and minimal program administration. 

This fee is directed to The Alaska Community Foundation, which allows nonprofit organizations to participate in the 

statewide marketing campaign while minimizing the administrative costs otherwise associated with fundralsing.

program, several other partner organizations are vital to Its ongoing success:

What is the lo/o Coordination Fee? 

Starting In 2015, 7% of donations collected by nonprofit organizations were designated by the legislature to be used to 
fund the Pick.CIiek.Give. program. The fee covers nearly 50% of the cost for the statewide program marketing, 
nonprofit tools and resources, and minimal program administration. These fees contribute to the sustainability of the 
program while making it possible for smaller and more remote nonprofit organizations to benefit from the marketing 
campaign. 

During the summer of 2013, participating nonprofit organizations were surveyed and the overwhelming majority or 
nonprofit organizations stated that statewide coordination was essential to their own PCG success, and assessing a 
fee to organizations as a percentage of funds raised was the most fair and equitable method. In 2014, the Alaska 
State Legislature ratified this concept and it became a permanent part of the program. These fees are collected by the 
PFD Division and transferred to The Alaska Community Foundation to help support the statewide campaign, provide 
support to the participating nonprofit organizations, and administer the program. 

Donors will be credited for 100% of their tax-deductible contribution, and the 7% fee is assessed at the aggregate 
level, allowing nonprofit organizations to participate in the statewide marketing campaign while minimizing the 

administrative costs otherwise associated with fundraising. For an example, if a nonprofit organization receives 
contributions from hundreds of donors, they only need to process a single transaction Instead of managing each 

check individually. 

How do nonprofits qualify for Pick.Click.Give.? 

All qualifying organizations must: 

• Identify as a charitable organization, educational organization, or community foundation 
• Officially apply for program Inclusion no later than March 31 before the qualifying year 
• Have qualified for tax exempt status under 26 U.S. Code 501 (c)3 (lntemal Revenue Code) as a charitable or 

educational organization during the two calendar years that Immediately precede the year the application Is filed 
(this means you must have achieved 501 (c)3 status on or before December 31, 2016 to qualify for entrance Into 
the 2019 program.) 

• Unless federally exempt, have a current lntemal Revenue Service Form 990 on file with the IRS, or, If the IRS 
has granted a filing extension for the current year, have on file that form for the Immediately preceding year 

• Be directed by a voluntary board of directors or local advisory board whose majority of members are residents 
of the state of Alaska 

• Have provided In-state aid or services during the two calendar years that Immediately precede the year the 

application Is flied 
• Have received at least $100,000 or 5% of its total annual receipts (whichever is less) from charitable 

contributions. Please note: federal or state grants do not count towards charitable contributions 
• Have completed and provided a financial audit with an unqualified opinion conducted by an Independent 

certified public accountant for the fiscal year to which the IRS Form 990 requires This requirement applies only

Analysis 

The proposed legislation expands the list of Pick.Click.Give. contribution options from educational organizations, 
community foundations, or charitable organizations to include federally recognized tribal governments. Annually, any 
federally recognized tribal government that would like to participate, and be listed on the electronic PFD application, must 
complete an application to participate and submit a $250 application fee . 

In addition to the application fee, a 7% coordination fee will be withheld from contributions made from each tribal 
government. Application fees and coordination fees are separately accounted for and, if appropriated, are used for 
administrative costs . 

Additional programming will be required on the PFD application as well as the participation application as tribal 
governments do not have the same requirements as the other participants, nor are there search options that fit their 
criteria . As fees are collected, continued administrative costs will be covered. However, since AS 43.23.062(e) states that 
"the department may not use money from the dividend fund for administrative costs incurred in implementing this 
section, even if it has been appropriated for costs of administering the dividend program" a onetime amount of $9,000 
will be necessary. This is an estimate of 75 hours of programming at a rate of $120 per hour.
