Last y e a r  b o t h  finance c o m m i t t e s  s u p p o r t e d  la nguage that 
w o u l d  limit the n u m b e r  of p o s i t i o n s  a u t h o r i s e d  e a c h  state 
a g e n c y  to the n u m b e r s  of p o s i t i o n s  that were  a c t u a l l y  shown 
in the a p p r o p r i a t i o n  bill. L a n g u a g e  e s t a b l i s h i n g  this limit 
and d e s c r i b i n g  the c i r c u m s t a n c e s  by w h i c h  i n c r e a s e d  n u m b e r s  
of p o s i t i o n s  b e y o n d  the limits w e r e  a l l o w e d  was i n c l uded in 
Sec. 7 of C h a p t e r  82, SLA 1931, the G e neral A p p r o p r i a t i o n s  
Act. (A copy of the first and s econd p a g e s  of the Act is 
attached, s h o w i n g  the v e t o e d  s e c t i o n  7 in its entirety.)

A p p r o x i m a t e l y  t w o - t h i r d s  of a n o r m a l  g o v e r n m e n t a l  a g e n c y’s 
annual  o p e r a t i n g  cost goes for the p a y m e n t  of s a l aries and 
b e n efits for a g e n c y  employees. The a b i l i t y  to create new 
po s i t i o n s  is d e f a c t o  the p o w e r  to commit future e x p e n d i t u r e s  
since positions, once e s t a b l i s h e d  and filled, are p o l i t i c a l l y  
more d i f f i c u l t  to abolish.

W h e n  the L e g i s l a t u r e  conve n e s  each y e a r  in r e g u l a r  s e ssi on 
it is faced w i t h  a g e n c y  r e q u ests for "new positions". If 
those p o s i t i o n s  are a l ready  e s t a b l i s h e d  and filled, the 
L e g i s l a t u r e  is r e a l l y  faced w i t h  d e c i s i o n s  a l r e a d y  made,
Then to d e n y  a p o s i t i o n  r e q u i r e s  the r e v e r s a l  of execu tive 
decisions, and the f i r i n g  of c e r t a i n  employees. If the 
L e g i s l a t u r e  is to be r e s p o n s i b l e  for c o n t r o l l i n g  the cost of 
government, it must be able to set limits for p o s i t i o n s  and 
have those limits a d h e r e d  to.

D e a r  G o v e r n o r  Hammond:

At y o u r  request, w e  h a v e  r e v i e w e d  F C C S H B  50 w h i c h  
a p p r o p r i a t e s  m o n e y  for all state a g e n c i e s  (and a f e w  others) 
for fiscal y e a r  1982. O u r  l i n e - b y - l i n e  r e v i e w  follows as an 
a p p e n d i x  to this letter.

The items in the bill g r o w  m o r e  c r y p t i c  a n d  o b s c u r e  
w i t h  each p a s s i n g  year. W h e r e  the items set f o r t h  in the 
bill are b a s e d  on i n t e l l i g i b l e  b a c k - u p  matter, e x i s t i n g  a g e n­
cy programs, u n d e r l y i n g  s u b s t a n t i v e  law, a n d  a c o n t i n u i n g  
practice, n o  p r o b l e m s  a r i s e  w i t h  r e s p e c t  to a s c e r t a i n i n g  the 
p u r p o s e  of the a p p r o p r i a t i o n s . But this b i l l  a n d  its last 
few p r e d e c e s s o r s  c o n t a i n  n u m e r o u s  o b s c u r e  or u n f a m i l i a r  i t e m s , 
the origins  and p u r p o s e s  of w h i c h  are u ncertain, a n d  some of 
w h i c h  a p pear to be for n o n - p u b l i c  purposes.

Pu b l i c  m o n e y  can, of course, o n l y  b e  spent for a 
p u b l i c  p u r p o s e  (Alaska Const., art. IX, sec. 6), a n d  to the 
extent  that w e  h a v e  b e e n  a b l e  to d i s c e r n  items in the bill 
w h i c h  a p p e a r  to be for a n o n - p u b l i c  purpose, w e  h a v e  i d e n t i­
fied  t h e m  as such in the appendix. But b e c a u s e  m a n y  of the 
items are cryptic or obscure, o u r  f a ilur e to i d e n t i f y  an i t e m  
as b e i n g  for a n o n - p u b l i c  p u r p o s e  in n o  w a y  c e r t i f i e s  it as 
b e i n g  for a p u b l i c  purpose. E a c h  a g e n c y  w h i c h  a d m i n i s t e r s  a p­
pr o p r i a t i o n s  m u s t  d e t e r m i n e  for itself, as b e s t  it can u n d e r  
the circumstances, w h e t h e r  the p u r p o s e s  of the a p p r o p r i a t i o n  
are public.

Moreover, m a n y  items are v a g u e  e n o u g h  to b e  e i ther 
for a p ublic  p u r p o s e  or for a n o n - p u b l i c  purpose, d e p e n d i n g  
u p o n  the m a n n e r  xn w h i c h  they are used. For example, a grant
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to a N a t i v e  a s s o c i a t i o n  or tribe, to a c h a r i t a b l e  group, or 
to a n o n p r o f i t  a s s o c i a t i o n  is not, in a n d  o f  itself, for a 
p u b l i c  purpose. But a g r a n t  to any or all of the m to p r o v i d e  
a p u b l i c  s e r v i c e  on a n o n d i s c r i m i n a t o r y  ba sis is for a p u b l i c  
purpose.

A d m i n i s t r a t o r s ,  however, cannot fix or i n d e p e n d e n t l y  
d e t e r m i n e  in the f i r s t  i n s ta nce the p u r p o s e  of an a p p r o p r i a­
tion. T h a t  is the l e g i s l a t u r e ' s  e x c l u s i v e  function. A d m i n i­
strato rs m u s t  l o o k  to the b i l l  a n d  its b a c k - u p  m a t t e r  to see 
for w h a t  p u r p o s e  the l e g i s l a t u r e  m a d e  the a p p r o pr iation. If 
n o n e  can b e  p e r c e i v e d  or if the one w h i c h  can be p e r c e i v e d  is 
n o t  a p u b l i c  purpose, the a p p r o p r i a t i o n  is invalid. The a d­
m i n i s t e r i n g  a g e n c i e s  m a y  h a v e  a n u m b e r  of those a p p r o p r i a t i o n s  
in this bill.

Finally, this b i l l  c o n t i n u e s  to e x p a n d  the p r a c t i c e  
of a t t a c h i n g  s u b s t a n t i v e  r i ders -- some germane, o thers n o t  -- 
to the a p p r o p r i a t i o n s .  T h e  i t e m  v e t o  w a s  d e v i s e d  as a p a r t  
of the n i n e t e e n t h  c e n t u r y  r e f o r m  of state c o n s t i t u t i o n s  to 
v e s t  the e x e c u t i v e  w i t h  a tool n o t  m e r e l y  to strike or r e d u c e  
a p p r o p r i a t i o n s  b u t  als o to s t rike j u s t  such riders. M o d e r n  
courts, i g n o r a n t  of the i t e m  v e t o ' s  origins, h a v e  t e n d e d  on 
the w h o l e  to l imi t its u s e  to approp r i a t i o n s .  T h e r e  is no 
s u c h  limit in the A l a s k a  C onst i t u t i o n .  It a u t h o r i z e s  the 
g o v e r n o r  to s trik e or r e d u c e  "items" in an a p p r o p r i a t i o n  bill, 
w i t h o u t  a n y  m o d i f i c a t i o n  or l i m i t a t i o n  (Alaska Const., art.
II, sec. 15). Y o u  s h o u l d  feel free to do so.

1. P a g e  2, lines 10--21.

S e c t i o n  7 (limitation on n u m b e r  of positions) is 
s u b s t a n t i v e  law, and therefore, c annot be i n c l u d e d  in an a p­
pr o p r i a t i o n  b i l l  (Alaska Const., art. II, sec. 13). To a v o i d  
c o n f u s i o n  as to its v a l i d i t y  and to e l i m i n a t e  an i n v a l i d  r i d e r  
f r o m  the bill, it s h o u l d  be vetoed. It is a legal nullity, 
at a n y  event, w h e t h e r  v e t o e d  or not.

2. P a g e  9, lines 1 2 — 14.

The d i c t a t e  that the D e p a r t m e n t  of E d u c a t i o n  c o n t r a c t  
w i t h  an R E A A  for o p e r a t i o n  of the K o t z e b u e  T e c h n i c a l  C enter 
V o c a t i o n a l / T e c h n i c a l  P r o g r a m  has n o  legal effect. The d e p a r t­
me n t  can ignor e it, or at its discretion, sele ct the n a m e d  
c o n t r a c t o r  or a d i f f e r e n t  contractor.

3. P a g e  9, lines 19--23.

K o t z e b u e  j u n i o r  college. A  serious q u e s t i o n  exists 
c o n c e r n i n g  the locus of p u b l i c  p o s t s e c o n d a r y  e d u c a t i o n  in 
Alaska. A  s trong a r g ument c a n  b e  m a d e  that, u n d e r  art. VII, 
sec. 2, of the A l a s k a  Constitution , it m u s t  come u n d e r  the 
U n i v e r s i t y  of Alaska. S i m p l y  l a b e l i n g  the o p e r a t i o n  as a 
"pilot  p r o g r a m  to c o nduct grades 13 and 14 in K o t z e b u e "  does 
n o t  m a k e  a j u n i o r  c o llege  s o m e thing else. It does not m a k e  
sense —  p o litically , socially, or l e g a l l y  -- to h a v e  this 
issue r e s o l v e d  by a f i v e - m e m b e r  s u p rem e court. It is e s s e n­
tia l l y  a p o l i c y  question. If the l e g i s l a t u r e  w a n t s  to locate 
j u n i o r  c o l leges w i t h  school districts, it should p r o p o s e  a 
c o n s t i t u t i o n a l  amendment. It s h o u l d  not, an d has no a u t h o r­
ity to, u s e  a r i d e r  in a n  a p p r o p r i a t i o n  b i l l  to a c h i e v e  this 
r e s u l t .

4.. Page 10, lines 2 4 — 26.

The p r o h i b i t i o n  against e s t a b l i s h i n g  n e w  p o s i t i o n s  
is b o r d e r l i n e .  If the d e p a r t m e n t  n e e d s  a p o s i t i o n  to p r o v i d e  
the a s s i s t a n c e  that the m o n e y  is a p p r o p r i a t e d  to support, then 
the p r o h i b i t i o n  i nterfere s w i t h  the d e p a r t m e n t 1s duty to c arry 
out the law. However, if that is the case, it w o u l d  p r o b a b l y  
be b e t t e r  to v e t o  the i t e m  a n d  a v o i d  the entire problem.

5. Page 11, lines 4--19.

D e s i g n a t e d  Grants. This appears to be the latest 
g a m b i t  in the n e v e r  e nd ing s t r uggle of the l e g i s l a t i v e  b r a n c h  
to n o t  o n l y  a p p r o p r i a t e  m o n e y  but also to a d m i n i s t e r  a grant 
program. It is s u bj ect to v e t o  in w h o l e  or in part. No m a t ­
ter w h a t  is said in the l e f t - h a n d  column, the amount u n d e r  the



h e a d i n g  " A p p r o p r i a t i o n  Items" is the a p p r o p r i a t i o n  and the 
things l i s t e d  on the left are w h a t  it can be e x p e n d e d  u p o n  -- 
all, part, or n o t  at all. W h i l e  the l e f t - h a n d  c o lumn m a y  e x­
press l e g i s l a t i v e  intent, it is not l e g a l l y  b i n d i n g  since the 
c o n s t i t u t i o n  assigns e x e c u t i o n  of the laws (including s e l e c­
tion of grantees) to the e x e c u t i v e  branch.

In this one, as in others to follow, one m u s t  w a t c h  
the l e f t - h a n d  c o l u m n a r  entries to e nsure that they state p u b­
lic p u r p o s e s  or that they do n o t  v i o l a t e  o t h e r  c o n s t i t u t i o n a l  
strictures. For example, the A F N ' s  summer en ric h m e n t  p r o g r a m  
m u s t  b e  o p e n  e q u a l l y  to p e r sons of all races to get p ublic  
m o n e y .

6. P a g e  11, lines 2 2 — 27 - P a g e  12, lines 4--5.

This is a v a l i d  p r o v i s o  in an a p p r o p r i a t i o n  b i l l .
If the l e g i s l a t u r e  w a n t s  to u s e  a p r o v i s o  in the a p p r o p r i a­
tions b i l l  in this manner, the p r e v i o u s  acts of p r e vio us l e g­
islatures on the subje ct of a p p r o p r i a t i o n s  m u s t  give way, b e ­
cause one l e g i s l a t u r e  cannot limit a sub seq u e n t  l e g i slature's 
p o w e r  to enact laws. Accordingly,  the heads of the d e p a r t­
men t s  m a y  a l l o c a t e  the five p e r c e n t  cut a m o n g  any and all of 
the depart m e n t ' s  functi ons or prog rams, i n c l u d i n g  those funded 
b y  other a p p r o p r i a t i o n  bills.

7. P a g e  12, lines 6--10.

The p r o v i s o  l i m i ting tr ansfers a w a y  f r o m  field units 
to five p e r c e n t  m a y  be valid. A c c o r d i n g l y ,  w h e r e  it w i l l  c r e­
ate problems, it should be vetoed.

8. P age 12, lines 21--25.

The d i c t a t e  a g ai nst l o b b y i n g  s h o u l d  be t r eate d as a 
p r o h i b i t i o n  on the use of the grant m o n e y  for that p u r p o s e  
a nd n o t  to a pply  to l o b b ying a c t i v i t i e s  n o t  d i r e c t l y  s u p p o r t e d  
by the grant money. Moreover, l o b b y i n g  is an important righ t 
w h i c h  c anno t be infringed. A l a s k a  Const., art. I, sec. 6,
T he v a l i d i t y  of this p r o v i s o  is q u e stionable.

9. Page 13, lines 16--19.

P e r f o r m i n g  arts. The l e g i s l a t u r e  cannot select the 
contra c t o r s  for the e x e c u t i v e  branch. T h e  d e p a r t m e n t  is free 
to p u r s u e  its own c o urse here. The same is true of o ther a p­
pro p r i a t i o n s  s i milar to this one; for example, at p a g e  14, 
lines 7 - - 8 .

10. Pag e 19, lines 21--24.

Again, l o b b y i n g  is a r i g h t  w h i c h  cannot be infringed.
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11. P a g e  21, lines 18--22.

M u s e u m  and t h e a t e r  grants. Two of the t hree g r a n t­
ees are n o n - g o v e r n m e n t a l ,  p r i v a t e  groups. T h e y  do m a r v e l o u s  
things, b u t  that is n o t  o r d i n a r i l y  -- w i t h o u t  the e x i s t e n c e  
of a g r ants program, a d m i n i s t e r e d  in a c c o r d a n c e  w i t h  s t a t u t o r y  
direct i v e s  a n d  standards -- a b a p i s  for r e c e i v i n g  p u b l i c  money. 
Both are p r o b a b l y  i n v a l i d  gifts. U n d e r  A S  37.05.315(d), the 
de p a r t m e n t  w i l l  put out a n  R F P  to p r o v i d e  an arts m u s e u m  of 
the a r c t i c  in, i n f e r e n t i a l l y , K o t z e b u e  a n d  a n o t h e r  to p r o v i d e  
a live t h e a t e r  in Juneau. T h e r e  m a y  b e  c o m p e t i t i o n  for the 
latter, b u t  h a r d l y  for the former. W h a t  w e  are s e eing h e r e  is 
a b y - p a s s i n g  of local g o v e r n m e n t s  to p r o v i d e  w h a t  are e s s e n­
tially  local services and a b y - p a s s i n g  of the e x e c u t i v e  b r a n c h  
in m a k i n g  the a l l o c a t i o n  decisions. T h e  s y s t e m  is at odds 
w i t h  the state c o n s t i t u t i o n  a n d  w i t h  p r e c e p t s  of g o o d  g o v e r n­
men t  generally.

12. Page 22, lines 1 0 — 15.

C a p i t a l  82. A  c o u p l e  of years ago, the l e g i s l a t u r e  
u s e d  a p r o v i s o  in the g e neral a p p r o p r i a t i o n  bi ll to v i o l a t e  
the c o n s t i t u t i o n a l  p r o h i b i t i o n  a g a i n s t  bills of attainder.
A l a s k a  Const., art. I, sec. 15. This tim e it has u s e d  one, 
here, to v i o l a t e  the right o f  free speech. N e i t h e r  the l e g i s­
lature n o r  the e x e c u t i v e  c an i m p a i r  the right of free speech.
The g o v e r n m e n t  c annot use the p u r s e  strings to d i c t a t e  the c o n­
tent of a t e l e v i s i o n  n e w s  program. N o r  do w e  doubt that this 
p r o v i s o  is severable, f o r  the a p p r o p r i a t i o n  is w h o l e  a n d  e f f e c­
tive w i t h o u t  the proviso, and it is a b s o l u t e l y  c e r t a i n  that 
the l e g i s l a t u r e  -- w h i c h  m u s t  be c o n s i d e r e d  to r e g a r d  the right
of free s p e e c h  as h i g h l y  as does, any o t h e r  i n s t i t u t i o n  of g o v­
ernment  -- w o u l d  h a v e  e n a c t e d  this a p p r o p r i a t i o n  w i t h o u t  the 
p r o v i s o  h a d  it b e e n  a d v i s e d  that the p r o v i s o  v i o l a t e d  the right 
o f  free speech. A c c o r d i n g l y ,  y o u  s h o u l d  v e t o  the s e n t e n c e  
w h i c h  b egins on line 11 a n d  ends on line 15.

13. P a g e  22, lines 18--27, P a g e  23, lines 4--10.

M i s c e l l a n e o u s  l i b r a r y  grants. T hese a p p r o p r i a t i o n s  
r e q u i r e  e x a m i n a t i o n  to a s c e r t a i n  their p u b l i c  purpose s. T h e y  
r a i s e  questions. W h y  is the s tate l i b r a r y  g i v e n  m o n e y  to m a k e  
a grant to DC&RA? W h o s e  l i b r a r y  o p e r a t i o n s  are b e i n g  s u p p o r t e d  
at Nome? If it's the p u b l i c  library, w h y  isn't the m o n e y  t a k­
en f r o m  the $ 1 ,000 p e r - c a p i t a  grants for m u n i c i p a l i t i e s ?

14. P a g e  23, lines 23--27, P a g e  24, lines 4--12.

F i v e  p e r c e n t  cut. Again, u n d e r  this proviso, the 
u n i v e r s i t y  m a y  s p read the cut as it wishes, i n c l u d i n g  s p r e a d­
ing it among a p p r o p r i a t i o n s  m a d e  b y  o t h e r  bills. And, again, 
the p r o v i s o  p r o h i b i t i n g  a s s e s s i n g  m o r e  than five p e r c e n t  a g a i n s t
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any f i e l d  unit c an be vetoed.

15. Page 25, lines 22--23.

N a t i v e  l e a d e r s h i p  project. Facially, this a p p r o p r i­
at i o n  is u n c o n s t i t u t i o n a l  as b e i n g  for the b e n e f i t  of a r a ­
cially  e x c l u s i v e  group. It m a y  w e l l  serve a p u b l i c  purpose, 
but it p r e s e n t s  serious equal p r o t e c t i o n  prob lems. T h e  state, 
as a g e n e r a l  rule, cannot e x clude p e r s o n s  f r o m  s t a t e - f u n d e d  
p r o g r a m s  on the basis of race. A n y  p r o g r a m  that does so is 
h i g h l y  suspe ct a n d  subject to stri ct scrutiny.

16. P a g e  34, lines 8--15, 16--24.

In s t i t u t i o n a l  care. T h e  d i r e c t i v e s  w i t h  r e s p e c t  to 
the care and c u s t o d y  of c h i l d r e n  c o n s t i t u t e  s u b s t a n t i v e  law 
a n d  cannot be i n c l uded in an a p p r o p r i a t i o n  bill.
