NOTE: In 1975, a resolution by both houses of the Alaska State Legislature found that Alaska's criminal code was “vastly out of step with constitutional and social developments of recent decades.” The Alaska Legislature then established a Criminal Code Revision Commission as a subcommission to the Alaska Code Commission. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Pursuant to AS 24.20.075, the Criminal Code Revision Commission (also called the Criminal Law Revision Subcommission and commonly referred to as the “Subcommission”) was tasked with preparing a draft revision of Alaska's criminal code by December 1977. The Subcommission’s tentative draft revision was introduced to the legislature as HB 661. These minutes are part of a series of hearings on this comprehensive revision to Alaska’s criminal laws.
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
