If the mayor neith-
er signs nor vetoes an ordinance or resolution before
the next regular meeting of the common council after
its passage, it shall become effective without his signa-
ture.

Quorum at At all meetings of the common council five members,

meeting and ¢
vote required or four members and the mayor, shall constitute a

Ordinance. quorum for the conduct of business, but no ordinance
or resolution shall be passed at any meeting unless it re-
ceives four votes. In case of the absence of the mayor, if
a regular quorum of five is present, they shall elect one

of their number to preside.

Section 2. This Act shall be in full force and effect on
and after July 1, 1917.
