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CHAPTER 60. 

AN ACT 
(H. B. 67) 

For the preservation of Public peace and safety in time of war 
and for the prevention of sedition and the exciting of ill­
feeling or hostility against the Government, and for the 
prevention of the exhibition of disrespect or contempt for 
the Government of the United States of America, or for the 
flag or for the President, or for certain officers thereof; 
and to provide penalties for the violation of this act, and 
for declaring an emergency. 

Be it ena.cted by the Legislature of the Ten-itory of Alaska: 

Section 1. That in time of war or whenever war has 
been declared to exist between the United States and any 
other nation or country, it shall be unlawful for any per­
son to do or commit, or cause to be done or committed, 
any seditious act or thing, or to utter, write, print or 
publish, or cause to be written, printed or published any 
seditious matter whatsoever; or to do, or cause to be 
done, any act or thing, or to utter, print, or publish or 
cause to be written, printed or published, anything tending 
to excite discontent, trouble, ill-feeling or hostility against 
the Government of the United States of America; or to 
do, or cause to be done, or to utter, write, print or pub­
lish, or cause to be written, printed or published any­
thing which is opprobrious, insulting, disrespectful, de­
famatory or contemptuous of, or concerning said Gov­
ernment, or the President, or the flag of the United 
States of America, or of, or concerning any civil military 
or naval officer of said Government while in the lawful 
discharge of his duties in executing the lawful orders of 
the Government or any of its duly authorized officers. 
Provided, however, that nothing in this act contained 
shall be so construed as to prohibit fair and honest crit­
icism of the policy, orders or action of the Government 
or of any of said officers. 

Section 2. That any one violating the provisions of 
this Act shall be punished by a fine of not more than 
one thousand dollars ($1000.00), o:r: be imprisoned in 
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jail not more than one year, or by both fine and impris­
onment; and for a second offense, by a fine not exceed­
ing two thousand dollars, ($2000.00), and imprisonment 
in the penitentiary not more than two years. 

Section 3. That an emergency is hereby declared to Emergency.
