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Act of June 6th, Nineteen Hundred, except that such 
partnership shall not be renewed unless so provided in 
the original agreement. 

Section 31. (Act (Acts) Repealed). Except as ef­
fecting existing limited partnerships to the extent set 
forth in Section 30, all acts or parts of acts in conflict 
herewith are hereby repealed.

CHAPTER 72. 

AN ACT 
(H. B. 83) 

Gra nting to th e United S t a tes or t h e Ter r itory of Alaska th e r ight 
to h ave cer tain judg ments of the Distric t Cour t of th e Terri­
to r y of Alaska in crimina l cases r eviewed by Writ of Error. 

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the Territory of Alaska: 

Section 1. That a Writ of Error may be taken to the 
Circuit Court of Appeals by the United States or thE: 
Territory of Alaska from the judgment of any District 
Court of the Territory of Alaska in any criminal action 
where the offense is defined by the Laws of the Terri­
torial Legislature in the following cases: 

1st. Upon a judgment for the defendant on a demur­
rer to the indictment or information. 

2nd. Upon a judgment for the defendant on a motion 
to set aside the indictment or information. 

3rd. Upon a judgment for the defendant upon an order 
of the Court in arrest of judgment. 

4th. Upon a judgment for the defendant on any or­
der of the court based upon the invalidity or unconsti­
tutionality of a Territorial Statute.
