Third Session, shall receive consideration unless it would be con­
sidered an emergency act by three fourths of both houses.

SENATE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION NO. 8 
Be it resolved by the Senate of the Legislature of the Terri­

tory of Alaska, the House of Representatives concurring, That 
Senator Heckman, the Senator from the 1st Division of Alaska 
be and is hereby permitted to introduce at this time a bill en­
titled: "An Act to authorize the Divisional Road Commission of 
each Road District in Alaska to expend monies appropriated for 
road purposes in aid of. navigation, and declaring an emergency, 
and numbered Senate Bill No. 86.

SENATE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION NO. 9 
Resolved, That the Governor of the Territory is hereby ere· 

ated the custodian of all documents, papers, books and other 
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property of the Alaska Legislature. whenever the Legislature is 
not in session, and the Secretary of the Senate, the Clerk of the 
House of Representatives, the Sergeant-At-Arms of the Senate 
and House of Representatives is authorized and directed to de­
liver all such documents, papers, books and other property to the 
Governor at the conclusion of the session of the Legislature and 
take receipts therefor.

SENATE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION NO. 10 

Whereas, the Third Legislature of the Territory of Alaska, is 
about to adjourn; now, therefore, be it 

Resolved by the Senate, the House of Representatives con­
curring, that the President of the Senate appoint two Senators 
and the Speaker of the House appoint two Representatives, which 
shall constitute a committee to notify his excellency, Governor 
J. F. A. Strong, that the Legislature is about to adjourn, and a!lk 
him if he has any further communications to make to said lP.g· 
islative body.

SENATE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION NO. 11 

Whereas, the Daily Journals will need rev1s10n and correc­
tion, as the validity of the laws passed by the Legislature depends 
upon correct Journal entries being made at each stage of their 
consideration; 

Therefore, be it resolved, by the Senate, the House concur­
ring, that the President of the Senate and the Speaker of the 
House, in connection with the Secretary of the Senate and Chief 
Clerk of the House with their assistants, after the close of the 
Session, revise and arrange said Journals in proper and correct 
order, and that said President and Speaker be allowed the same 
salary as they are now receiving, as members of the Legislature 
said period of time not to exceed ten days.
