one year. The amount so apportioned to each school 
district shall be paid to the treasurer of the district 
from the Territorial treasury upon the order and 
voucher of t}_J.e Governor, as chairman of the Board of 
Education, as other territorial expenses are paid." 

Section 2. That an emergency is hereby declared Emergency. 

to exist and this act shall take effect immediately upon 
its passage and approval.
