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witnesses to appear before it when deemed advisable and to
report to the Legislature any and all recommendations, find-
ings and other information which may be deemed for the
best interest of the conduct of the Territory’s business and
where deemed proper, to incorporate such findings into a bill
or bills to be acted on by this Legislature.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that said Committee be
authorized to expend the sum of five hundred ($500.00) dollars,
or so much thereof as may be necessary, for necessary clerical
hire required for the taking of testimony and keeping the
record thereof.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 3.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE TERRI-
TORY OF ALASKA:

Whereas an effort seems to be made throughout the
nation to celebrate the 6th day of April as a national anni-
versary of the entry of the United States into the World
War and to be known as National Army Day.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Gov-
ernor is requested to call upon the people cof the Territory of
Alaska to celebrate the day by displaying the National Flag
at their homes and places of business, in event he shall find
such celebration of the 6th day of April in harmony with
the general attitude of the rest of the country on the subject.
